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Make & Create your very own unique piece of Memory Fabric

Building on previous workshops, come along and enjoy the process of printing on fabric that will enable you to make a unique piece of Memory Fabric.  During the workshop we will show you how to develop and resolve an idea by sampling before working on the finished fabric.

A piece of Memory Fabric can document a celebration, special occasion, travel, a favourite walk, beach, music, poems, proverbs, family recipes, a picture etc, or it can be a collage of favourite memories.
Using fabric paints, stamps, stencils & templates you will create a personal piece of Memory Fabric for you to hand or machine stitch.   We will also show you how to use inkjet transfer paper, Bubble Jet Set & Jacquard Inkjet fabric sheets so that you can add photographs, words & images onto fabric.

Themes: Make them about you & your memory
Bring along to the workshop items that are relevant to your memory.
Maximum of 5 items– fabrics, lace, utensils,*buttons, pegs, buckles, shells, etc - any textured surface that you can use to make a stamp.
Photographs, postcards, or any images you want to use- these can be black & white or colour. 
*Buttons must be FLAT – not ones’ with a shank  
The workshop is suitable for beginners & experienced students as you will build visual samples & ideas for you to use in your projects.
There is a materials charge of £5.00 per student attending the workshop

Items to make an impression from; e.g. – lace, mesh, dollies, blown vinyl wallpaper or a textured surface that relates to your theme
Double sided tape

Heat Gun – if you have one

Heat resistant surface  

Apron

Disposable gloves
Plastic cloths for protecting your working surface
Masking Tape

Wet wipes

Fabric & Paper scissors

Pallet for paint – it can be tin, china, plastic or pizza bases
Sponges – for applying paint

Sketch Book or Papers for sampling your ideas – size A3

Pencil case 

Cutting mat & craft knife 

Fabric should be natural fabric & be a neutral colour 

Amount of fabric: minimum length of 1 meter. 
Ironed newspapers to use as a printing bed: Approx number of sheets 30  
Iron the newspaper to remove any crease & set the ink, always iron more than you need as the paper gets messy you can just replace it with clean sheet of newspaper.

*Optional – if you have stencils or stamps and you would like to use them please bring them along.
